Press &¢ when prompted to turn on Bluetooth. The
phone will now search for Bluetooth enabled devices
(in pairing mode) that are within range.

3. Once the Bluetooth device has been found, highlight
it and press &¢ .

4. Enter the pin code (typically “0000"- 4 zeroes) and
press & to Pair. If you don’t know the code, consult
the user manual of the device you are trying to pair.

4. To send your picture/video, press the Right Soft Key for
Options, then Send (1/2).
